In 1987, to create uniform firearms laws statewide and to protect citizens from a patchwork of
unconstitutional local ordinances, the Legislature overwhelmingly passed Florida’s firearms
greemptlon law (F.S. 790.33) to prohibit local governments from enacting ordinances to regulate
irearms and ammunition.

In 2011, because numerous cities and counties were intentionally violating state law by adopting illegal
gun control ordinances, the Legislature passed legislation to impose penalties on local governments

and public officials whg willfully violate the state preemption law. A $5,000 fine for each public
official and removal from office are currently the penalties for willful violation of state law.
